WEOBLEY & DISTRICT BOWLING CLUB
COMPETITION RULES


1. No Member is eligible to enter competitions unless they have paid the annual subscription.  Also the competition entry fee, set by the Committee.

2. Only Members who have nominated Weobley Bowling Club as their Parent Club are eligible to enter: The Ratcliffe Cup – Ladies Singles
                                            The Llewellin Chalice – Men’s Singles
All other club competitions are open to entries from all Members

3. Dress for all competitions – Club shirts and grey bottoms. Finals Day Club Shirts and White Bottoms – also coloured stickers will be provided for finalists’ bowls.

4. All matches with specified play by dates must be completed by this date, otherwise the defaulter will be eliminated, and their opponent awarded the match.

5. The first name in each match is deemed to be the challenger and will be responsible for arranging the date of the match. In Singles matches they must also arrange a  
marker.  They also toss for the jack at start of match.

6. Matches to be entered in the Rink Booking Book and a draw on the day made for the rink to be played on.  No matches to be played before      12 noon.

7. Substitutes – Only one substitute allowed, and they must not have played in any previous rounds of that competition.  They cannot play skip.  No substitutes allowed in singles competitions.

8. Players failing to appear and not ready to play within 15 mins of the set time, the opponents may claim a walkover.

9. The Competition Secretary should be requested to mediate in any disputes between competitors but where not resolved the problem will be referred to the President, Vice President, Secretary, Captain and Competition Secretary, whose decision will be final.

10.  All matches to be played under Bowls England Competition Rules.





THE STACEY TRIPLES

1. This is a one-day open triples knock out competition (three woods).  

2. Each Match to consist of 18 ends plus 2 trial ends.

3. No visits to the head.

4. A draw for partners and match pairings will take place prior to the competition day.  If there are unequal numbers entering the competition, then any surplus entrants will be drawn out and placed on a reserve list.  

5. In the event of any competitor dropping out prior to the commencement of the competition then the reserves will be invited to fill the vacancy in order of the drawn reserve list.

6. The final of this competition to be played on Finals Weekend.





PATFREY TROPHY

1. This is a one-day open singles knock out competition (4 woods) open to all club members who have not won a singles competition in this club or any previous club.

2. A draw will take place prior to commencement of the competition.  Depending on number of entrants it may be necessary to have preliminary rounds.

3. The Winner of each match being the first competitor to 21 shots or more.

4. Two trial ends.

5. The final of this competition to be played on Finals Weekend.

1. This is a Ladies one day 2 wood Singles Competition played on a Round Robin basis – maximum of 6 games
	
2. A draw will take place prior to commencement of the competition.

3. Matches to consist of 7 ends

4. No trial ends.

5. No visits to the head.

6. The winner will be the player with most shots scored, in the event of a tie a one end shoot out will be played and if still a tie extra ends played until a winner.






THE THOMPSON TROPHY
 
1. This is a gent’s one day 2 wood singles competition played on a round robin basis – maximum of 6 games.

2. A draw will take place prior to the commencement of the competition.

3. Matches to consist of 7 ends.

4. No Trial Ends

5. No visits to the head.

6. The Winner will be the player with most shots scored.  In the event of a tie a one end shoot out will be played and if still a tie extra ends played until a winner.






THE GEOFF JONES TROPHY

1. This is a one day 2 wood Open PAIRS competition.

2. Each match to consist of 18 ends 2 trial ends.

3. No visits to the head

4. A draw will take place prior to the commencement of the competition to decide partners and match pairings.

5. If there are unequal numbers entering the competition, then any surplus entrants will be drawn out and placed on a reserve list.  

6. In the event of any competitor dropping out prior to the commencement of the competition then the reserves will be invited to fill the vacancy in order of the drawn reserve list.

7. The final of the competition to be played on Finals Weekend.



THE GRIFFITHS TROPHY

1. This is an Open TRIPLES (3 wood) one day competition.

2. Each match to consist of 12 ends 

3. No visits to the head.

4. A draw for partners and match pairings will take place prior to the competition day.

5. If there are unequal number of entrants for the competition, then any surplus will be drawn out and placed on a reserve list.

6. In the event of any competitor dropping out prior to the commencement of the competition then the reserves will be invited to fill the vacancy in order of the drawn reserve list.

7. The final of this competition will be played on the day.

THE TURNER CUP

1. This is an Open PAIRS competition – (4 wood)

2. Each match to consist of 18 ends – 2 trial ends

3. A draw will take place to decide partners and match pairings prior to the commencement of the competition.

4. Matches will be given specified play by dates, and these must be adhered to – See Rule 4 of competition rules

5. If there are unequal numbers entering the competition, then surplus entrants will be drawn out and placed on a reserve list.

6. In the event of any competitor dropping out prior to the commencement of the competition then the reserves will be invited to fill the vacancy in the order of the drawn reserve list.

7. The final of this competition to be played on Finals weekend.






THE GEORGE CUP

1. This is an open singles competition (4 wood)

2. A draw will take place prior to the commencement of the competition.

3. Matches will be given specified play by dates, and these must be adhered to. – See Rule 4 of Competition Rules.

4. The winner of each match will be the first competitor to score 21 shots or more – 2 trial ends if desired.

5. The final of this competition to be played on Finals Weekend.





THE RATCLIFFE CUP

1. This is a ladies’ singles knockout competition (4 wood), only open to members who have Weobley as their parent club.

2. A draw will take place prior to commencement of the competition.

3. Matches will be given specified play by dates, and these must be adhered to – See Rule 4 of competition rules.

4. The winner of each match will be the first competitor to score 21 shots or more – 2 trial ends if desired.

5. The final of this competition to be played on Finals Weekend.






THE LLEWELLIN CHALICE

1. This is a men’s singles knockout competition (4 woods), only open to members who have Weobley as their parent club.

2. A draw will take place prior to commencement of the competition.

3. Matches will be given specified play by dates, and these must be adhered to – See Rule 4 of competition rules.

4. The winner of each match will be the first competitor to score 21 shots or more – 2 trial ends if desired.

5. The final of this competition to be played on Finals Weekend.








AUSTRALIAN PAIRS LEAGUE


1. This is a 4 wood Open Australian Pairs League

2. 3 players per team with 2 players to play each match

3. To be played on Monday nights, except when it is a Bank Holiday when matches will be played on a Tuesday night.

4. Matches to start at 6.15 p.m. and consist of 15 ends.  All teams to play one another twice.

5. One trial end.

6. No visits to the head.

7. A draw will take place prior to the commencement of this competition to decide teams.

8. Only one substitute allowed, and they must not have played for any other team.

9. If there are unequal numbers of entrants to give 3 players per team then any surplus entrants will be drawn out and placed on a reserve list. Any team requiring a substitute must take them in order of the drawn reserve list.

10. Any matches not played and given by their opponents 2 points and 5 shots awarded.

11. The league winners will be the team with most points – 2 points for a win 1 point for a draw.  In the event of a tie shots difference to decide the winners and if still a tie the team with most wins will be declared league winners
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
